Year 1 Phonics 

We did not receive a Phonics Administration check this year from the Local Authority. All checks would have been undertaken in the prescribed window and materials 

stored and treated confidentially.  

 

 

 

 

Year 1 PSC. 

In 2024 91% of the cohort 

achieved the 32 marks 

needed to pass the PSC.  

Those that did not pass, have 

specific SEND needs and have 

all made significant progress 

against their EHCP targets. 

Most will pass by the end of 

Year 2. 

Year 2 PSC retake. 

In 2024 the children who 

had to retake their PSC in 

Year 2 all gained 32 marks 

or greater. Therefore 100% 

of pupils passe the PSC by 

the end of Year 2! 



 

Multiplication Tables Check-Year 4 

 

 

Key Stage 2 outcomes 2023-2024. 

 

Year 4 MTC. 

In 2024 66% of children scored full marks 

with a further 13% scoring 24/25. 

In 2023 the National Average for full marks 

was 29%. Children at Seaside at least 

doubled that. 

79% of the children therefore scored either 

full marks or dropped just 1 mark. 



 

Key Stage 2 SATs. 

In 2024 71% of children 

achieved the expected 

standard in Reading, 

Writing and Maths. This is 

10% above the 2024 

National Average and an 

increase of 10% on the 

2023 outcomes. 

Reading was 80% against 

a National Average of 74% 

Writing was 84% against a 

National Average of 72% 

Maths was 84% against a 

National Average of 73% 

In 2024 73% of 

Disadvantaged Pupils 

achieved the expected 

standard in Reading, 

Writing and Maths.  

Conclusion: 

After seven years of high 

quality, experience rich 

learning, all of our pupils 

leave the school having 

been well prepared for 

their next stage of 

education.
